“Puppets, a Heritage in Danger? How Can We Face Critical Situations?”.  

The event will take place on Friday, April 25, 2025, at KOLK 17 Puppet Theatre & 

Museum in Lübeck, Germany. On Saturday, April 26, 2025, we will offer a two-

hour workshop on the topic of emergency planning, prevention, emergency 

plans, and equipment. Participation in the workshop is limited to 20 people. 

The conference is organized by KOLK 17 in cooperation with the UNIMA Heritage 

Commission. Its goal is to discuss key issues related to the protection of pup-

petry (and puppet theatre) heritage in times of crisis. International institutions 

such as UNESCO and the UN have taken up the cause of protecting cultural her-

itage and implemented important measures. 

 

But is the heritage of puppetry and puppet theatre truly protected? Our experi-

ence shows: No – and it is often not even recognized by the public as cultural 

heritage worth protecting. 

We therefore believe it is urgently necessary to hold a seminar that sheds light 

on what happens to the heritage of puppetry in countries affected by disasters 

such as wars, earthquakes, tsunamis, floods, or volcanic eruptions. 

How can such situations be managed? Can preventive measures be taken? What 

can be done after a disaster – and how can support be provided? 

 

Please 

feel free to share it. The event is open to all interested parties and will be held 

in English, and French.
